Any 

working on the answer sheet, however, will not be penalised.   

4. The questions should be read out in English and no code-switching/ 

mixing is allowed. Code-switching is permitted only for giving pupils 

instructions.   

5. Before starting the test, read out the following instructions, using 

exactly these words:   

I will read out each question twice in succession. Listen carefully both 

times. You will then have time to work your answer.

13. How many grams in one and a half kg ? 

14. Write six tenths in its simplest form. 

15. What change do you get from ten euro when you spend six euro  

seventy-five cent?
